Seal Rocks on the Mid North Coast of NSW is famous for its grey nurse sharks. People come from all 
over Australia and even overseas to dive with these gentle but fierce looking creatures of the sea. Seal 
Rocks is one of the few, if not the only, location in NSW where grey nurse sharks can generally be seen 
every day of the year. The best sites for diving with the sharks are Big Sea Rock and Little Seal Rock 
which are located to the south-east of Seal Rocks Lighthouse. 
More fantastic dives, with sites such as The Grotto, Jimmy's Cave & The Pinnacle.
